Built adjacent to the existing
Countdown supermarket on a former Kiwifruit
farm, the design by IGNITE Architects features
a central hospitality precinct of food outlets,
cafés and restaurants with outdoor dining, all
built around a grove of protected native trees.
In all, accommodation has been provided for 75
tenants on the 8ha site, including 60 retailers
placed in clusters.

IGNITE Architects began the 15,000 sqm project with
a team of six architects. However, due to efficiencies
created with the use of ArchiCAD, this was able to be
reduced by 50% during the construction documenta-

tion phase.
